How much does it cost to participate in CSP?
There is no fee to participate.

What locations are available for shadowing?
San Antonio Regional Hospital and Urgent Care Centers

Which departments will I shadow?
Students can shadow in the pharmacy, laboratory, urgent care,
operating room, cardiology, maternity and many more departments!

How long is the program?
4 weeks, Monday through Friday. 
Shifts can vary, but the earliest shift starts at 6am and the latest
shift ends at 2pm.

Can these hours be used as volunteer hours?

Does this program guarantee a spot as a volunteer at San
Antonio Regional Hospital?

No, the volunteer program is separate.
